The Sao Paulo-born Artur Lescher stands out in the contemporary Brazilian art
scene with his three-dimensional work. His pieces transcend their sculptural
character, crossbreeding the boundaries of installations and objects to modify
the understanding of these categories and the space in which they insert
themselves.

Lescher gained nationwide recognition after participating in the 19th Bienal de
Sao Paulo, in 1987, in which he presented Aerolitos, a work consisting of two 11-
meter-long balloons, one in the biennial pavilion and the other in an external
area, which converse with one another. In 2002, he created Indoor Landscape for
the 25th Bienal de Sao Paulo, comprising two regular-shaped modules set on the
floor, one made of wood and the other made of tarpaulin and water, which create
a space of attrition inside the building designed by Oscar Niemeyer. By
juxtaposing solid geometrical structures and materials with characteristics of
impermanence or changeability, such as water, olive oil, and salt, Lescher
emphasizes imponderability. Or “the restlessness,” as the critic and curator
Agnaldo Farias remarked in relation to “his pieces, which oppose an exact, clean
appearance.”

Born in 1962 in Sao Paulo, Artur Lescher participated in the 1987 and 2002
editions of the Bienal de Sdo Paulo and in the 2005 Mercosul Biennial, in Porto
Alegre, all in Brazil. Recent group shows include: Paisagem Incompleta, at the
Centro Cultural Usiminas, in Ipatinga, Brazil (2010); and Memorial Revisitado -
20 anos, at the Memorial da América Latina (2009); Quase Liquido, at Itat
Cultural (2008); and 80|90 Modernos Pés-Modernos etc., at the Instituto Tomie
Ohtake (2007), all in Sdo Paulo, Brazil. Some of his latest solo shows included a
show at Galeria Del Paseo in Punta del Este, Uruguay (2012); Meta-métrico, at
the Galeria OMR, in Colonia Roma, Mexico (2011); and Rio Maquina, at Galeria
Nara Roesler, in Sdo Paulo, Brazil. His works are included in major public
collections such as those of the Pinacoteca do Estado de Sdo Paulo and MAM-SP,
both in Sdo Paulo, Brazil; MALBA, in Buenos Aires, Argentina; Houston Museum
of Fine Arts, and Philadelphia Museum of Art, both in the United States.
